Remember if you want to pursue GSA, AP art, enter art shows, or be a candidate for “Artist of the Month” your work has to be original and well thought out.  You will need to be able to talk about your media, idea, and process.  

There are 8 required assignments-if you get finished, GREAT! You can keep making art.  

1. Drawing from life-you must draw from life.  No phones or pictures.  Set up a still-life, draw your hand, draw a friend at the table, or look out the window.  
2. Landscape or something from nature

3. Shoe

4. Find an artist that inspires you…I’ll provide a list or you may research your own.  Looking at art and talking about art history makes you a better artist.  

5. Abstraction-dealing with organic forms, principles of design, and elements of art.
6. Student Choice…you may choose the next three assignments.  Your composition and idea should be well thought out.  You should take pictures of things that inspire you.  Your final is to write an artist reflection piece that addresses the eight pieces you created this trimester.
